We had a wonderful day of performing arts on the 23 October, which was only made possible by the generosity
and talents of volunteers who devoted their tme and energy to these two performing arts days because they are
passionate about performing arts. We believe children beneft from these forms of learning.

Kallista Primary values a curriculum based on diverse forms of learning, encouraging CURIOSITY and CREATIVITY.

Creatuvity is considered essental for 21* Century educaton to encourage the ability to take risks and ‘fail’ in order

to learn and explore, critcal and lateral thinking, rather than just learning the ‘correct answer’, problem-solving,

pleasure in learning, curiosity, kindness, empathy and imaginaton (Sir Ken Robinson, oo KuE& &uSpE W &E

increasingly complex world that will require creatvity in order to cope with the pace of change and to be actve

citzens.

Performing arts are a very important way to stmulate and unleash creatvity. They are important for self-
expression, building confdence, emotonal well-being and self- esteem. For some children, performing arts is the
area in which they will thrive and build confdence that will translated into other academic areas. Howard Gardner
argues that children learn in diverse ways (mult-literacies and multple intelligence theories). Dance, music and
drama are almost universal to all cultures, and are important for self-expression and developing community.

Dance is expressive and an outlet for the abundant energy many of our children display. It enhances coordinaton,
rhythm, balance, motor skills (cross-lateral impacts on brain development and spatal paterning), self-discipline,
Ttness and health, working
in groups, communicatng
meaning through move-
ment, spatal awareness
and creatvity. Dance is cul-
turally signifcant as a space
for pleasure in movement,
communal bonding, ritual
and self-expression. Itis a
form of communicaton.
Some children are specif-
cally kinesthetc learners so
they beneft from dance
educaton.

Drama like all the art forms
is centred on communica-

ton. It builds students con-
Tdence for public speaking
and it involves collaboraton ¥
between partcipants to




create scenes, dialogue and responses to scenarios. It requires

children to learn about social-emotonal self-regulaton, so that
., they can unleash then they have to become quiet, refectve,
# centred and focused again. Improvisaton requires thinking
about how someone would respond to certain situatons so it
develops empathy and emotonal intelligence, as well as oral
literacy. It is a fabulous way to explore areas of the academic
curriculum such as history to bring it to life.

Music is another important outlet for creatvity, which is a uni-
versal language for human cultures. It is wonderful for self-
expression and emotonal well-being, and is strongly linked to
brain development, such as following paterns in mathematcs
and languages. It involves actve listening which is a skill all chil-
dren need. It stmulates creatve thinking, develops fne motor
skills, and a focus on practce and discipline. The primary
school music curriculum emphasizes improvisaton, which was
evident in many of the sessions run on the two days.

Thanks so much to the many volunteers who made these days possible. Rachel Nendick with the help of Danielle
George ran the session of body percussion, and sufered for their art with bruised legs! We witnessed some amaz-
ing TAP dog-style improvisatons from some children.

Tom Silvester, Michelle Kemp and Jasmine Molders introduced children to literacy around music-emoton and sto-
rytelling where they had their own chance to write stories as a response to music.

Yahiro ran marimba sessions in the morning and Michael Mietzcke ran ukulele sessions in the afernoon. Seniors
were also forced to exchange boy/girl ‘germs’ during bush dancing with Marg Brooks. Afer inital resistance they
embraced the fun and energy of this style of dancing. Students showed their ability to think creatvely in making up
scenes in a photograph in the drama session run by Sharon Scot, a local drama teacher.

Brad Barry and Tash Leach were at it again with their hip hop songwritng session, making it thoroughly G-rated, Dr
Zeuss fun for the younger students. Seta, a local drama teacher devoted her tme for free to the school with a fun,
joyous session where the younger kids unleashed their creatve responses to diferent scenarios.

Pauline Molenaar and Bec Bos with help from Julie Konda, Miranda Fenec and Tamsin Gowers introduced children
to the science of sound with centres of actvity that showed children various ways sounds are produced. This in-
cluded slinkies and paper cups producing the noise for Star Wars light sabres! The kids were thoroughly engaged in
this session.

A local music educator, Kate Phillips ran a session of where all children partcipated with instruments, singing and
costumes. They also grooved and learnt their moves in the hip hop session with Brooke from Hart School of Dance.

Thanks also to the work by Karen Koolstra, Kate Hannan, Paul Grujic and Lynne Edwards for delivering fruit platers
to hungry children, and providing a wonderful feast for ravenous adults for lunch and morning tea. This kept up
energy levels for the day.

Well, it was a busy two weeks of swimming. It’s also a lot of washing.....especially if you had more than one child par-
tcipatng in the program. However, it’s always well worth the efort resultng in so many children learning new skills
and gaining greater water confdence. It’s also a learning curve for many children with respect to being organised
each day, dressing and undressing unassisted, being responsible and cooperatve with others and listening to instruc-
tons. Thankyou to all those parents who helped out in some way especially supervision in the changerooms. The
Dad'’s that helped in the changerooms were especially appreciated as it meant the boys rarely needed to use alterna-
tve facilites for changing. Some Dad’s even came to help when their own child wasn’t swimming. They deserve a
medal!!!! | was very impressed with the children’s behaviour, attude and enthusiasm and we received positve com-
ments from the pool staf with respect to our Kallista kid’s manners, organisaton and general tdiness in the change-
rooms.

When observing the lessons | pay partcular atenton to the younger students’ levels of water confdence rather than
specifc stroke techniques.

o Are they happy to put their head under water?
e Can they swim under water?

o (Can they open their eyes under water?

o Do they panic if told not to wear goggles?

o Are they able to enter and exit the pool safely?
o Do they have an understanding of safe rescues?
o Can they foat confdently for a period of tme?
e Can they tread water?

The older children’s lessons were a mixture of water safety, stroke technique and ftness. Dependent on the age of
the child, some, or all of the above scenarios, were presented to them. Let’s face it.......the more our children experi-
ence these things in a ‘safe’ environment the less likely they are to panic if placed in danger. The two weeks swim-
ming program is fantastc for rapid improvements in skills and confdence as lessons learned are remembered day to
day and built upon. However, if this was your child’s frst experience with formal swim lessons or, they are stll lack-
ing confdence around water, it is vital that they partcipate in some form of contnued swimming lessons or water
appreciaton actvites } p § « ]Jof school.
